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I. Executive Summary
New Hampshire continues to improve in meeting performance goals.  In 2000, when the baselines were set, only five out of 14 goals were met, whereas in Program Year (PY 2004, 11 of 13 goals were met.  On average, performance on all indicators is up by 4.26 percentage points over the past five years.  These overall trends leave New Hampshire with a “bundled” total for 2004 of 36.35.
The good news this year is probably due to the effectiveness of targeted improvement strategies used during the year.

· In the case of secondary career and technical education (CTE), the weak spots one year ago were non-traditional participation and completion.  Improvement efforts targeting these two areas during the year brought performance on both from missing goals last year to exceeding goals this year.

· Both of the non-traditional performance areas plus student placement after graduation were top priorities for postsecondary improvements during the year.  At the end of the year, all three of these areas showed positive movement, while unfortunately, the remaining three indicators eroded slightly.
New Hampshire continued to pursue a number of initiatives during a time of turnover in administrative leadership.  Outstanding initiatives for the year include:
· Career and technical education led high school reform activities in New Hampshire, leading efforts at the state level and representing the state in federal reforms efforts;
· New Hampshire received an Incentive Grant which will focus on improving the integration of secondary postsecondary programs;
· New Hampshire provided key information on the reauthorization of the Perkins Act;
· Statewide articulations were introduced to bring students more options statewide and to create seamless transitions for students who move from secondary to postsecondary CTE programs;
· School approval standards were under reform and CTE advocates have introduced more rigor to secondary programs.
Improvement strategies for the coming year will emphasize the integration of secondary and postsecondary programs to help students make transitions between both levels.  Transitions into CTE programs will also be aided by reaching students earlier in their education, when they are still in middle school.  Improvements are also planned for a grant to New Hampshire that will make better use of community resources and improve assistance to students with disabilities.

II. Program Administration
This first part of the report looks at activities that have taken place at the state level and the next part looks mostly at what was done with locally granted funds.  The first topic in this section reviews state-level administrative activities, highlighting what was done to improve oversight of funds granted to local education agencies.  Second, state leadership activities are outlined, describing key accomplishments such as high school reform, the Incentive Grant to New Hampshire, and a new strategy for expanding articulation agreements statewide.  The third topic discusses activities focusing on the core indicators of performance during PY 2004.  Lastly, this section looks at the implications for FY 2005, especially what is likely to happen with reauthorization of the Perkins Act.
State Administration
At the end of Program Year (PY) 2004, New Hampshire was on the verge of installing a new state director.  In November 2003, Virginia Irwin, who led the state in career and technical education since 1997, was promoted to a new position.  For the remainder of the year, Susan McKevitt served as interim state director and administrator of the Career Development Bureau (CDB) within the New Hampshire Department of Education.  At the close of the year, a new permanent director was expected to assume duties in July.  During her interim tenure as state director, Ms. McKevitt oversaw the extension of New Hampshire’s state plan, represented CTE in drafting the state’s WIA Incentive Grant plan, planned high school reforms, provided input on Perkins reauthorization, and helped develop a new model for statewide articulations of secondary and postsecondary CTE programs.
Meanwhile, a shift in executive leadership of the Community Technical College System (NHCTCS) administration occurred in PY 2004, with a newly appointed Commissioner and a new Deputy Commissioner.  Enrollments grew by 40% in five years and the New Hampshire General Court established and authorized a Board of Trustees to refine the system’s mission, vision, and structure.  The task of redirecting and restructuring the postsecondary system began in PY 2004 under the new leadership in administration and guidance from the Board of Trustees.  

Notable accomplishments so far have included:
· The Board of Trustees witnessed each of the colleges achieve accreditation under the Commission on Institutions of Higher Education through the New England Association of Schools and Colleges.  During the first half of PY 2004, a comprehensive review of the policies, practices, competencies, and resources of each college reached closure, ensuring that each student, in every program, is assured of the same high quality, standards, and opportunities available to all who attend the institution.  Additionally, this process increased and enhanced the transfer opportunities for every Community Technical College student and graduate.

· The Board of Trustees initiated a legislative process in PY 2004 to reorganize the Community Technical College System to meet better the needs of New Hampshire’s employers, citizens, and communities, by empowering the Board with the authority to create colleges.  

· NHCTCS also began exploring legislative options for governance changes that will improve the system’s flexibility and responsiveness to state educational workforce needs.  

· Under this new leadership, the NHCTCS has started planning a pilot partnership model with the University System of New Hampshire in the North Country Region of the state, with plans to grow the model to other rural areas of New Hampshire.

New Hampshire and Vermont took significant steps toward reaching agreement on interstate issues affecting CTE.  Negotiations between both states addressed performance accountability, the transfer of students and Perkins funds across state lines, and state roles in approving improvement plans of CTE centers that serve students in both states.  A Memorandum of Agreement (MOA) was drafted in the spring of 2004, but the negotiations were delayed by the loss of a state director for New Hampshire as well as Vermont.  An MOA is expected in Program Year 2005.
The Career Development Bureau within the New Hampshire Department of Education made substantial progress in strengthening oversight of Perkins funds.  The targeted audit completed by the Office of Vocational and Adult Education in August 2003 prompted movement in this direction.  This project was expected to be fully implemented early in 2005.  
Improved oversight is planned for the following three areas:
· New Program Approval.  The process for approving new CTE programs will take less time, starting later in the calendar year, and ending closer to the deadline for submitting annual applications for Perkins support.  New Program approval procedures will focus more on the review and approval of programs, and less on the operations of secondary CTE centers.  

· Monitoring.  Monitoring visits will be much more focused than in the past.  Topics such as compliance with regional agreements and state rules for center governance will more appropriately be addressed in the periodic evaluations of centers and their programs.  Similarly, documentation of committee memberships and composition will no longer be part of the annual applications and will be examined during monitoring visits instead.
· Periodic Evaluations of Centers and Programs.  Periodic evaluations, as envisioned at the close of PY 2004, will resume and build upon earlier recommendations developed by the directors of centers across the state.  Centers will be evaluated mostly against the New Hampshire State Board of Education’s standards.  All programs at each center that were previously approved will be reevaluated using the same criteria used in new program approvals.

State Leadership
Governor Benson and the New Hampshire State Board of Education launched a high school reform initiative in PY 2004 and the Career Development Bureau provided a leadership role in this effort.  This initiative emerged at the same time that the current administration in Washington made high school reform a priority.

Having gained a leadership role in the statewide initiative, the Career Development Bureau was also given a lead role in responding to the federal initiative.  Early in the year, the Career Development Bureau led the state department of education in exploring organizations that already have a national presence in high school reform.  Discussions were held, for example, with the Brown University Lab and with the High Schools that Work effort, headed by Gene Bottoms.  Eventually, the Brown Lab was selected to support high school reform in New Hampshire.  During the latter part of the year, the bureau facilitated efforts within the department to reassess options and focus on high school reform as it would work in New Hampshire
The Career Development Bureau took the opportunity to propose stronger standards for CTE during PY 2004.  Beginning in November 2003, the New Hampshire Department of Education started a review of statewide standards for school approvals.  Proposed changes were requested from within the department before the end of PY 2003, and the Career Development Bureau submitted ideas for improvements.  The bureau has stayed involved throughout PY 2004, providing testimony and documentation at hearings and assistance in drafting revisions to the standards.  As of the close of PY 2004, stronger CTE standards were still in draft status and a one-half unit of CTE instruction was still included as a new statewide requirement for high school graduation.  Final reviews of the draft standards and approval by the New Hampshire State Board of Education are expected during PY 2005.
Rigorous standards were also emphasized in an effort to update certification requirements for CTE instructors in PY 2004.  During the spring, proposals for revising certification standards were submitted to the Joint Legislative Committee on Administrative Rules in New Hampshire’s General Court for instruction in the following areas:
· CTE center directors,

· CTE specialties (e.g., Culinary Arts, Biotechnology, Family and Consumer Science, etc.)
At the close of PY 2004, these proposals were working their way through the legislative process and had not yet been approved.

State leadership support also helped New Hampshire apply for an Incentive Grant from the US Department of Labor.  By December of 2003, it became evident that New Hampshire would be eligible for one of these grants because performance on Adult Education, WIA programs, and Perkins-supported programs met all goals for PY 2003.  Official notice came in the spring of 2004 and representatives of the three agencies first planned a collaborative effort involving all of these agencies.  Upon further negotiation, all realized that a common project was too difficult to design and implement.  The final plan focused on using the grant to staff a systems change effort.  This effort will bring closer alignment between secondary CTE centers and the No Child Left Behind Act, particularly around the academic performance requirements, as well as preparing the NH CTE Community to meet the needs of the up-coming Perkins Reauthorization through greater sophistication and development of secondary postsecondary partnerships.  
During PY 2004, a decision was made to expand the Tech Prep model by generating articulation agreements between all secondary CTE programs and related postsecondary programs.  A commitment was made to complete this project by the start of PY 2005.  A list of all programs that currently meet the requirements as Tech Prep pathways can be found at: http://www.ed.state.nh.us/education/doe/organization/adultlearning/Career%20Development/careerpathways.htm.  
Tech Prep also expanded student opportunities to earn dual secondary postsecondary credit and to create new opportunities in Education as well as Law and Public Safety.  
· In the Educational program area, a curriculum was finalized for the Future Educators Academy and piloted in four schools.  In FY 2005, this program is expected to expand to nine more schools.  
· Law and Public Safety career programs expanded in an interesting way during the year.  Each school that sponsored instruction in this area focused on a different aspect, depending on the curriculum connections that could be made with existing local course offerings.  Some schools, for example, focused on Law Enforcement, while other schools focused on the Emergency Medical Technician pathway.
Also during PY 2004, Tech Prep began defining and promoting the sets of CTE programs that fell into various national career clusters.  Programs were grouped into clusters and the courses that need to be completed within the clusters were also mapped out for students and their counselors.  Two clusters were defined during the year and include the following programs:
· The Agriculture Career Pathway was completed by the end of the program year and is now available to schools.  The program areas covered by Agriculture include Agribusiness, Animal Science, Food Science Technology, Natural Resources and Environmental Services, Plant Science, and Power Structural and Tech Systems

· Health Sciences was expanded to include Diagnostic Medical Imaging, Emergency Medical Services, Medical (Clinical) Laboratory Science, and Nursing.

A new model for CTE programs was described in last year’s report, where the goal was to link secondary and postsecondary programs into partnerships backed by strong input from employers.  Anticipated outcomes of this model were higher standards for CTE instruction and closer alignment between secondary graduation requirements and postsecondary entrance requirements.  At the close of PY 2003, a partnership exemplifying this model was launched and began to promote pre-engineering pathways for students.  Under the Council on Pre-engineering Education and with strong backing from Governor Benson, this model expanded quickly in PY 2004.  Eleven programs were in place in secondary schools by the end of PY 2004 and an additional five are expected to start in the fall of 2004.  
Automotive technology also exemplified this model.  The New Hampshire Auto Dealers Association (NHADA) played a key role in creating statewide standards for programs in this area.  The NHADA successfully promoted legislation to raise these standards.  Auto technology instructors at both the secondary and postsecondary levels, for example, will be required to gain certification from the National Institute for Automotive Service Excellence.  Secondary and postsecondary programs will similarly be required to gain certification from the National Automotive Technicians Education Foundation.  With this level of certification, secondary and postsecondary programs are reaching articulation agreements with less effort than before.
Entrepreneurship is a new programming area using the same model.  Having been a successful entrepreneur himself, Governor Benson supported CTE in this area as part of promoting entrepreneurship in general.  Forums on entrepreneurship contributed to the development of National Content Standards for Entrepreneurship Education.  Planned activities beyond the end of PY 2004 include dissemination of curricular products to educators and an Entrepreneurship Week.  
Work on defining statewide core technical competencies for all secondary CTE programs continued throughout PY 2004.  So far, more than one-half of all secondary instructors across the state have helped identify competencies for 35 program areas.  Instructors from fourteen programs still need to identify their competencies during PY 2005.  
Once the program competencies were identified, the next project for PY 2004 was to determine how these competencies met statewide academic standards.  A vendor was selected for the duration of PY 2004 to crosswalk the CTE competencies with the academic frameworks in English Language Arts, Mathematics, and Science.  At the end of the program year, core technical program competencies were identified for 35 out of the 49 program areas statewide.  Crosswalks for the unfinished program areas will be identified in PY 2005.
State leadership funds continued to support a Curriculum Materials Library (CML) at Keene State College.  This library remains the primary place where CTE instructors can access curricular materials in their program area.  Throughout PY 2004, CML staff have created excellent web access to their library and helped CTE instructors find curricula and other instructional materials.  For example, the CML houses an extensive civil rights collection that instructors working on non-traditional enrollment and other gender/race/disability issues find helpful.
Leadership funds also continued to support two programs at correctional institutions during PY 2004.  One program at the New Hampshire State Prison for Men served 240 inmates during PY 2004 and the other program at the Strafford County Department of Corrections served 173.  The program at the state prison focused on a “horizontal” form of improvement, working on improvements across six programs.  The program at Strafford County Corrections used more of a “vertical” strategy, improving services as inmates progress from career exploration and guidance, to concentrated CTE instruction, and then on to placement upon release from incarceration.
Near the end of the program year, in the spring of 2004, a new strategy for expanding secondary postsecondary articulations was planned between the New Hampshire Department of Education and the NHCTCS.  Previously, agreements were negotiated between pairs of schools/institutions and their programs, one secondary and the other postsecondary.  This approach brought benefits to students, but it also restricted the postsecondary options for graduates of secondary CTE programs to the one program that entered into the agreement.  Moreover, any expansion of secondary completers’ options to a wider variety of postsecondary programs required repeated negotiations with each postsecondary institution.  Statewide articulations were expected to reduce, if not eliminate, these problems with the promise of reducing the amount of negotiations and opening more opportunities for students.
The strategy that emerged in the spring of 2004 was to design and implement agreements that could be system wide at the postsecondary level.  Under this strategy, secondary CTE programs would reach an agreement with all postsecondary programs in the community technical college system, giving far more options for graduates of secondary programs.  
Early Childhood Education was the first area where this type of statewide agreement was developed.  At the close of PY 2004, a roll-out strategy was developed to start with an agreement in the program area of Early Childhood Education.  An additional component of the agreement was to establish professional partnerships between secondary and postsecondary faculty to encourage professional development that was specific to Early Childhood Education.
Core Indicator Related Activity
Throughout Program Year 2004, New Hampshire joined two collaborations focused on defining core indicators for the successor to the 1998 Perkins Act.  New Hampshire applied for and was selected to be one of six states to work with the Academy for Educational Development on defining new performance indicators through a Performance Measurement Initiative (PMI).  Work began in the fall of 2003 with a state team comprised of secondary, postsecondary, and Department of Education personnel, to review common measures, definitions, performance, and data quality, in order to envision a new accountability system for Perkins reauthorization.  With reorganization at the U.S. Department of Education and preliminary legislative proposals by the House and the Senate, project oversight and scope has undergone revision.  The project has been extended through September 2005 and the New Hampshire team will help evaluate performance measures, data collection methods and instruments, and policy development.

The Next Steps Work Group (NSWG) has taken a less structured approach than the PMI toward the definition of performance indicators, but it has included a wider number of states in its regularly scheduled telephone conference calls.  Under the direction of John Haigh of OVAE, New Hampshire’s accountability representatives from both secondary and postsecondary participated with several other states in discussing the accountability systems, measures, and goals that are in place for Perkins currently, and to inform the direction of a future accountability system under Perkins reauthorization.  New Hampshire has taken up a number of issues within the NSWG.  For example, staff from New Hampshire have:

· Advocated the interests of smaller states,

· Argued for more useful information on academic attainment,

· Articulated the dilemma of CTE centers that do not deliver any academic instruction but are still accountable for the academic performance of their students.

Since April 30, 2003, the NH postsecondary system no longer has access to UI wage data, due to restrictions provided by the U.S. Department of Education in additional guidance on the Family Educational Rights to Privacy Act (FERPA).  For 2004 and beyond, NH postsecondary will no longer be able to report on the Retention Indicator (3P2), using Unemployment Insurance (UI) wage data.  For 2001 through 2003, however, NH postsecondary reported performance in the 90th percentile on employment alone, using UI wage data match records.  Additionally, the UI wage data agency is uncomfortable providing disaggregated data and will not allow the CTCS to participate as an “authorized representative” to “conduct, oversee, or participate directly in the computer match”, according to the guidance memo provided by the U.S. Department of Education.  These limitations in our state have been consistently and frequently communicated to OVAE in 2003-2004, though memorandum, PMI and NSWG participation, and through negotiation on the Final Agreed Upon Performance Levels.
Implications for PY 2005
New Hampshire has been preparing for changes that appear likely with reauthorization of the Perkins Act.  In the national debate over the nature of these changes New Hampshire has provided information to a variety of individuals and organizations involved in drafting proposals for reauthorization.  

Members of New Hampshire’s congressional delegation and national organizations devoted to CTE have requested suggestions and reactions on reauthorization issues from the Career Development Bureau within the Department of Education.  Most important have been interactions with Senator Judd Gregg’s office.  Conversations have also been held with national organizations such as the National Association of State Directors of Career and Technical Education.  

Responses from CTE leadership on behalf of New Hampshire’s Department of Education have emphasized the following themes:

· The merging of Tech Prep into the grants given under Title I, Part C would severely harm New Hampshire’s ability to use Tech Prep as an incubator of new programs that articulate from secondary to postsecondary education;
· If four-year baccalaureate institutions are to be considered eligible recipients, then the “2+2+2” model should be used to avoid divesting resources put into postsecondary, two-year CTE programs by local, state, and national agencies.
In addition to providing information for those involved with the Perkins reauthorization, New Hampshire has been working on two anticipated changes in CTE that seem likely with reauthorization.  What seems likely, first of all, is a closer alignment with the No Child Left Behind Act (NCLB), particularly in performance accountabilities.  The second likely change is greater integration of CTE programs through a variety of articulation models, partnerships with industry, adopting national standardized curricula, secondary postsecondary partnerships, and Tech Prep initiatives.
The academic gains for which schools, districts, and states are accountable under NCLB are difficult to align with performance accountabilities for CTE.  New Hampshire’s team for the Performance Measurement Initiative included staff directly involved with implementing NCLB in New Hampshire.  This representation prompted a first step toward integrating CTE and NCLB accountabilities.  When the Request for Proposals was released for a firm to conduct assessments under NCLB, the Request also asked that proposals address a second, follow-up assessment in grade 12 for students in CTE programs.  As of the close of PY 2004, a vendor had not yet been selected and the outcome of this effort at integration needs to await decisions rendered in PY 2005.
The crosswalks project mentioned earlier is another activity that helps integrate CTE with NCLB and academic education in general.  The key outcome of this project is crosswalks that document which of New Hampshire’s academic frameworks are addressed in CTE instruction.  These crosswalks not only document alignments between academic and CTE instruction, they can also identify gaps or needs for strengthening CTE curricula and aid in designing CTE instruction that meets state standards.  Completion of the remaining program competency profiles and academic crosswalks is seen as a foundation for more rigor and relevance at the secondary level and stronger connections with postsecondary programs.
A most promising effort to align CTE with NCLB is planned for activities funded out of the Incentive Grant.  A project manager is planned for this project who will work with secondary CTE centers.  Of the three goals of this grant, the most relevant is to strengthen links between secondary and postsecondary schools.  Activities will address the integration of secondary and postsecondary CTE programs—another likely change in national priorities for federally funded CTE.  For the coming year, critical activities integrating CTE programs in New Hampshire include:

· Continued work by Tech Prep to bring closer integration between CTE instruction at the secondary and postsecondary levels.  Support from the Incentive Grant will accelerate the efforts of Tech Prep and generate a more systematic approach than in the past.
· A more systematic approach toward secondary postsecondary integration can also be expected from the new statewide articulations being piloted in Early Childhood Education.  During PY 2005, this approach will be expanded to other instructional areas.

· Partnerships with business and industry can also be expected to create more momentum for articulations that are driven by industry leaders, adopting and adapting the lead of programs such as Pre-engineering and Early Childhood Education.
III. Program Performance
This section of the report surveys the performance of CTE programs that were funded through grants authorized by sections 131, 132, and Title II of the Perkins Act.  First, statewide performance on the indicators is reviewed as well as the performance of subgrantees and selected subpopulations.  Second, the definitions used in PY 2004 for concentrators and Tech Prep students are provided.  Third, approaches toward measuring performance are reviewed and improvement strategies implemented in PY 2004 are evaluated for their effects.  This section of the report ends with a discussion of improvement strategies planned for PY 2005.
State Performance Summary
At both the secondary and postsecondary levels, CTE student performance exceeded PY 2004 goals in all areas but one.  Among the seven secondary indicators, the brightest spots were vocational skills attainment (10.60 points over goal), placement (9.23 points over goal), and academic achievement (8.56 points over goal).  Only with secondary program completion did performance fall short of the year’s goals by a mere -0.7 points.  The brightest spots in the performance of the postsecondary colleges were academic attainment, vocational skills attainment, and postsecondary completion, where performance exceeded the goal by 3.83 points.  Only on non-traditional program completion did performance fall short of the goal by 7.3 points.
Overall, New Hampshire performed well in PY 2004.  The net, “bundled” total for the state was 36.16, as the following table shows.  As the breakout of secondary and postsecondary performance shows, the net secondary performance exceeded goals by a larger margin (29.58 points) than postsecondary (6.67 points)

Over the past five years, all but one of the fourteen secondary and postsecondary indicators showed a positive trend.  As the table in Appendix A indicates, the largest gains since 2000, when baselines were first set, were in secondary vocational skills attainment (up 11.85 points) and secondary academic skills attainment (up 11.06 points), followed closely by secondary placement (up 9.73 points).  Postsecondary gains were greatest on the measure used to gauge performance on academic skills attainment, vocational skills proficiencies, and postsecondary completion, all up 5.33 points.  The only erosion in performance was on postsecondary non-traditional participation, where performance fell by 6.3 points since 2000.  
Further breakdowns of performance on each indicator follow, to show which career clusters and CTE centers topped the list and which fell short of the statewide goals.

Academic Attainment:
Centers: compared to the goal of 9.37%, Con-Val (31.14%) Portsmouth (28.75%), and Salem (28.56%) led statewide, while Fall Mountain (0%) and River Bend (0%) fell short of the goal by the largest margins.
Career Clusters: The Science, Technology, Engineering, and Mathematics cluster (47.81%) and the Finance (43.04%) cluster topped the list, while Law, Public Safety, and Security (0%) clusters missed the goal by the greatest amount.

Vocational Skills Attainment:

Centers: Compared to the goal of 68.15%, the leading centers included Berlin (100%) and the Hugh Gallen (100%), while centers at the other end of the performance ranking included Somersworth (56.52%) and Plymouth (47.89%).
Career Clusters: Students in the three clusters that performed best were in Finance (95.65%), Business, Management, and Administration (92.06%), and Health Services (91.57%).  At the other end of the performance spectrum was Human Services (67.86%).
Secondary Completion:

Centers: Compared to the statewide goal of 91.09%, centers topping the list were Hartford (100%), Winnisquam (100%), and River Bend (100%).  Centers with the lowest completion rates were Claremont (81.94%) and Fall Mountain (66.67%).

Career Clusters: Clusters with the largest percentages of high school graduates were Finance (100%) and Law, Public Safety, and Security (100%).  At the other end was Transportation, Distribution, and Logistics (86.29%).
Program Completion:

Centers: The statewide goal was 87.95% and the top centers were Hartford (100%) and River Bend (100%).  Centers least likely to have had students complete their CTE programs were Claremont (58.33%) and Fall Mountain (50.00%).

Career Clusters: Topping the list were Law, Public Safety, and Security (100%), Finance (95.65%), and Health Services (94.05%).  The cluster with the smallest percentage of students meeting the goal was Architecture and Construction (83.42%).
Placement:

Centers: The statewide goal was 90.23% and all centers exceeded this statewide goal.

Career Clusters: All clusters performed above the goal for performance.
Non-traditional Enrollments:
Centers: Compared to the statewide goal of 26.38% for all students enrolling in nontraditional programs, those topping the list were White Mountain (47.14%), Hudson (44.38%), and the Creteau center in Rochester (42.45%).  At the other end of performance were Mount Washington (16.23%) and River Bend (15.22%).

Career Clusters: Finance (66.67%) and Hospitality and Tourism (58.18%) topped the list of clusters.  Least successful at enrolling students in non-traditional programs was marketing, Sales, and Services (0%).
Non-traditional Completion:

Centers: With a goal of 22.29% of all non-traditional enrollees completing their program, the best performances came from Fall Mountain (50%), Portsmouth (41.67%), and Hudson (41.51%).  The center falling short of the goal by the largest margin is Mount Washington (7.02%).

Career Clusters: Hospitality and Tourism (68.10%) and Finance (54.55%) exceeded the goal of 22.29% by the largest margins.  On the other hand, Marketing, Sales, and Services fell short by the largest margin (0%).
Students with disabilities and the economically disadvantaged performed less well than their counterparts.  As the first row in the next table indicates, students with disabilities fell behind the overall population of CTE students, with 6.34% falling below the statewide standard compared to 8.56% of all CTE students.  Students with disabilities also fell short of the statewide performance level on vocational skills attainment of 10.6%, with only 2.45% meeting the same standard.  The same subgroup of students with disabilities also fell short of the statewide level of performance of 0.97%, with only 2.46% were meeting the same standard.  

Economically disadvantaged students are another group falling significantly short of the overall population of CTE Students.  While 0.72% of all CTE students met the goal for completing high school, 9.44% of the economically disadvantaged did not make this standard.  Similarly, 7.57% of economically disadvantaged students fell short of the goal for CTE program completion, while statewide 0.7% of all CTE students made this goal.

Comparisons among colleges that receive Perkins support show the Thompson School at the University of New Hampshire as leading on three of the four performance measures.  As shown in Appendix C, the Thompson school performed better than the other postsecondary institutions on academic attainment, non-traditional participation, and non-traditional completion.  Only on placement did another college—Berlin/Laconia—perform better than all other postsecondary institutions.  The Thompson School deserves credit for its performance in PY 2004, but these results should also be qualified by the relatively small numbers of students involved.  Depending on the indicator, Thompson School students account for approximately 5% of all who are counted as successes.  These small numbers have led to volatile results from year to year and PY 2004 may represent a positive “spike” on three of the four postsecondary indicators this year.

Definitions of CTE Concentrator and Tech Prep Students
CTE in New Hampshire means organized activities that:

· Offer a sequence of courses that provides individuals with the academic and technical knowledge and skills the individuals need to prepare for future education and for careers (other than careers requiring a baccalaureate, master’s, or doctoral degree) in current or emerging employment sectors; 

· Include competency based applied learning that contributes to the academic knowledge, higher-order reasoning and problem-solving skills, work attitudes, general employability skills, technical skills, and occupation-specific skills, of an individual;

· Consists of at least four (4) units of instruction
 (i.e., not less that 540 hours of instructional hours).

CTE Student Statuses:

Participant:  A CTE student who is enrolled in at least one (1) unit of instruction in CTE education.
Concentrator:  A CTE student who has completed greater than 50% of the required sequence of instruction in his/her CTE program and is enrolled in the second half of the program as of October 1st or March 1st.

A Tech Prep program is a program of study that:

· Combines two (2) years of secondary education (or its equivalent) and two (2) years of postsecondary education in a nonduplicative sequential course of study or an apprenticeship program of at least two (2) years following secondary instruction;

· Is carried out under a written articulation agreement and/or a Registered Youth Apprenticeship program approved by the New Hampshire State Apprenticeship Council;

· Strengthens the applied academic component of vocational and technical education through the integration of academic, vocational, and technical instruction;

· Provides technical preparation in an area such as engineering technology, applied science, a mechanical, industrial, or practical art or trade, agriculture, a health occupation, business, or applied economics (but is not limited to the aforementioned);

· Contains a common core of proficiencies in mathematics, science, reading, writing, communications, and technologies (including through applied academics) in a coherent sequence of courses, which meet academic standards set by the State;

· Leads to an associate degree, a two-year certificate in a specific field, or Certificate of Completion of an apprenticeship program, and to high-skill, high-wage employment, or to further education.

Tech Prep Student Statuses:

Participant:  A student who is enrolled in at least one (1) unit of instruction in a Tech Prep sequence of study.
Concentrator:  A student who has completed greater than 50% of the required sequence of instruction in his/her Tech Prep program and is enrolled in the second half of the program as of October 1st or March 1st.

Measurement Approaches and Data Quality
The web-based system for reporting secondary CTE data and applying for Perkins support—Career and Technical Education (CATE)—progressed, but was not completed by the end of PY 2004.  When fully implemented in the winter of PY2005, this information system will have significant impacts on the quality of data that is reported.  As an electronic system, edits, controls, and encryptions will be built into the system to prevent nearly all of the past problems in reporting correct information and in submitting reports in useful, acceptable formats.  Once entered, performance data will be immediately available for local grantees to evaluate their performance and for use in planning improvements.  As a result, the turnaround time and resources needed for generating reports back to the field are greatly reduced.  Local, secondary applications for FY 2006 Perkins support will be the first opportunity to apply this system.
Students who graduated from secondary CTE programs and transitioned into postsecondary programs were tracked for the first time in PY 2004.  This tracking identified which secondary graduates moved on to postsecondary programs offered by the New Hampshire Community Technical College system.  Students transitioning to postsecondary programs offered by other postsecondary institutions have not yet been tracked.  Although this data did not cover the transitions of all secondary program graduates, it has provided valuable information for designing program improvements and determining the impact of articulation agreements between secondary and postsecondary CTE programs.  
Early in PY 2004, the CTC system embarked on two additional initiatives to improve data quality and measurement approaches for tracking postsecondary completers.  The first involved beginning implementation of the National Student Clearinghouse for the Community Technical Colleges.  Preliminary data transfer and testing began in the winter of PY 2004 with an anticipated full implementation scheduled for PY 2005.  Once complete, periodic data sharing will provide access to data on the numbers of graduates who successfully continue their education beyond the postsecondary level.  

The second initiative looked at ways to improve response rates for the Alumni Survey, which the Community Technical Colleges use to report on placement.  In the Spring of 2004, a Graduation Survey was implemented to capture more current contact information for alumni.  Additionally, in 2004, the colleges reviewed alternative methods of implementing the Alumni Survey to boost response rates, including using web-based applications.

Effectiveness of Improvement Strategies Used in PY 2004
Secondary performance improvements implemented in PY 2004 appear to have yielded their desired effect.  As the next table shows, the two performance areas given top priority for improvements at the start of PY 2004— non-traditional participation and completion— show some of the largest gains by the end of the year.  As a result, both of the indicators for these two areas went from falling short of the goals for PY 2003 to exceeding the goals by the end of PY 2004.  Two other performance areas showing gains in PY 2004—academic attainment and placement—were lower priorities for improvement at the beginning of the year.  Although no one wants to lose ground in performance, erosions in performance over the year were at least confined to areas lower down the list, particularly the two areas where erosion was greatest—secondary completion and vocational skills attainment.

Postsecondary gains in performance over the course of PY 2004 also correlate moderately well with the priorities for improvement set at the start of the year.  As the results below indicate, positive movement in performance over the year took place in the three areas given top priority for improvement—non-traditional participation, placement, and non-traditional completion.  Unfortunately, performance lost ground in the three areas receiving lower priority at the beginning of the year.

Improvement Strategies for PY 2005
Student transitions will be the primary focus of improvement strategies for PY 2005.  One critical strategy for improving student transitions is reaching students earlier and letting them know about their options and opportunities with CTE.  Informing students when they start their secondary education is too late.  They need earlier exposure to their career options.
This means reaching out to students in the middle school years and familiarizing them with the pathways that lead to successful careers.  At this point, familiarity will be general and not focused on particular occupations, nor will students make any career decisions.  When learning about successful career options, students will learn about the importance of a strong academic foundation for future employment.  The importance of academics will be stressed as critical for baccalaureate education, but students will also learn about the rigorous academic requirements for postsecondary CTE programs as well.
A second strategy for improving transitions in PY 2005 will focus on building linkages between education and community services.  New Hampshire succeeded in receiving a four-year grant from the US Department of Labor to improve the transitions that students make after graduation from high school by helping intermediary organizations design better services.  The award was granted to the New Hampshire Workforce Opportunity Council for a period of four years.

The plan approved by Washington was to develop four intermediary demonstration projects.  These projects will link education and community services to minimize or eliminate redundancies in youth transition services.  A key outcome of these projects is the elimination of redundancy to free up more resources that will focus on youth in transitions.  Another key component of this plan is to provide substantial professional development to local educators in the areas of career guidance and counseling as well as assistive technology for students with disabilities.  
A critical connection with CTE will come from the role of secondary CTE centers in the four demonstration projects.  As planned, staff at the secondary CTE centers will receive some of the professional development.  Although the basic role of these projects is to serve all students, services for students with disabilities will receive some of the spotlight because the centers are more likely than other secondary schools to enroll students with disabilities.  The basic objective of these projects is to ensure access and success in the transitions that all students make after high school.
Postsecondary colleges will focus on helping high school graduates make the secondary postsecondary transition.  The Community Technical College System will continue to expand articulations through a variety of models.  Industry standards, advisory boards, nationally standardized curricula, and partnerships between secondary and postsecondary faculty will all be tools in making the transitions seamless for those going on to college.  This strategy is expected to improve secondary performance on the placement measure.
Another postsecondary strategy for improving transitions will be dual credit courses.  Started in 2003, under the direction of the NHCTCS Deputy Commissioner, the Running Start program will be evaluated and modified to improve the scope of delivery and quality of the programming efforts.  This successful program enables high school students to earn college credits through college-level courses taught at their high school.  Part of the program improvements slated for PY 2005 will result in an improvement of the partnership model between secondary and postsecondary schools, and improve the accountabilities for the mentorship of faculty who teach in the program.  This strategy is expected to prepare secondary students better for their transition to college.
As in past years, individual secondary CTE centers used their performance results for PY 2004 to plan improvement strategies for PY 2005.  A comparison of these local strategies with statewide priorities indicates how well statewide performance is likely to improve in the coming year.  Rows at the bottom of the next table show how many centers picked each performance area as a local priority for improvement and how well these center priorities align with statewide goals for PY 2005.
If secondary centers succeed in PY 2005 at improving performance on their high-priority performance areas, they will also succeed in pulling up statewide performance.  The largest number of centers (eight centers) gives top priority for improvement to the performance area that is also top priority statewide—non-traditional participation.  The second largest number of centers (seven) gives top priority to program completion, which ranks third in priority at the state level.  Of the five remaining performance areas, four rank low at the statewide level and none is a top priority for more than four centers.  Overall, improvement priorities for secondary CTE centers for PY 2005 align fairly well with statewide priorities, promising statewide improvements where they are needed most.
