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Preparation 
· Be prepared to discuss how your state describes the measures identified in “measurement approach” for each core indicator.  
· Bring a list of which, if any, statewide data collection systems your state has successfully implemented involving CTE data.  Be ready to discuss what and how your state made connections.
· Be prepared to discuss connections to data systems for P-20 education, adult education, and WIA Title I.  
· SLDS (state longitudinal data systems), be ready to discuss CTE’s involvement in your states SLDS.
· For a constructive discussion of barriers, if any, to sharing data (for example, postsecondary entry or employment data) across State agencies.
· Be prepared to discuss strategies to promote evidence-based, data-driven local program improvement you have used successfully in your state.
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
